Valcour Battle Chapter Formation

The newly formed Valcour Battle Chapter, Sons of the American Revolution, (SAR), will  be chartered at a special luncheon to be held at the Elks Club, 56 Cumberland Avenue, starting at 11 am on Saturday, April 21st.   The Sons of the American Revolution is an educational, historical and patriotic non-profit organization that seeks to promote the institutions of freedom, patriotism and citizenship.  Members must be lineal male descendants of the men and women patriots who  supported the cause of American Independence.  Since its founding in 1889, almost 165,000 descendants have been admitted, including fifteen Presidents of the United States.  


The Valcour Battle Chapter, SAR, officers are:   President-Elect. James  T. Hays;  Vice-President-Elect Stanley A. Ransom;  Joshua D. Wingler, Secretary-Elect;  Major (RET) G. The chartering ceremony will be conducted by Peter K. Goebel, President of the Empire State Society, SAR, in cooperation with George H. Ballard, President of the hosting chapter, the Saratoga Battle Chapter, SAR.    Following the ceremony and a buffet lunch, David C. Glenn, noted local historian, will speak on the events of the Battle of Valcour, which took place on October 11, 1776.

At two pm the group will adjourn to Riverside Cemetery, where members of the Vermont Society, Sons of the American Revolution, chaired by President Arnold E. Fallon, Jr., will conduct an SAR gravemarking  service for Patriot Adoniram Parrot, 1758-1842.  Members of the Valcour Battle Chapter of the SAR will be joined by members from the Saranac Chapter of the Daughters of the American Revolution. Future Plans for the SAR Chapter 
Discussions are taking place on events and plans for the future.  Some of these include working with the DAR to revive the Children of the American Revolution which will inspire our children to learn more about American history and also to undertake community activities in keeping with our local history.  We also wish to provide scholarships to students who demonstrate an interest in American history.
The memorial observance around June 2nd of each year at Fort Chambly in Canada is also of interest.  General John Thomas and 200 members of his Dutchess County militia are buried there. Memorial Day observances are also a consideration, possibly including the placement of Betsy Ross flags on the graves of Revolutionary War soldiers in Clinton County.

July 4th observances and parade participation are also to be considered.  On October 11th we hope to publicize the  historic 1776 Battle of Valcour annually.
